X Project expenses must be explained in the budget justification. Special care should be taken to justify items such
as computers, laptops, and iPads. The budget justification should explain why the equipment is needed and what
will happen to the equipment when the project is complete.

X Funds may not be used to support conference attendance in any way. Travel requests should be justified in terms
of the benefit of the trip to the project.

x Compliance approvals (e.g., IRB, IACUC, IBC) are not required at the time of application. However, applicable
approvals must be obtained prior to initiating any research with human participants, animal subjects, or
biohazardous materials. Grant awards are contingent upon such approval, where required.

x OSPR has the authority to determine whether award monies are spent in accordance with the budget submitted,
and consistent with State of Maryland and TU guidelines.

Reporting Requirements

Within 60 days of the end of the approved award period, the recipient must provide a on@age final report to the
Assistant Vice President of OSPR. The report should outline the work that was accomplished and describe progress
toward the proposal(s) to be submitted to the external sponsor(s) as a result of this award. The report should also
describe any significant deviations from or extensions to the project described in the original propasal

Award Conditions

Funds will become available upon award and must bead within one year of the project start daténvestigators
selected for a Seed award will be required to:

x Submit a proposal to an external agency within a year of the end date of the award;
